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NOTE ON THE BISHOP’ S " TRANSCRIPTS - This term is used because it is the accepted,

name for the copies of the register sent every Easter to the bishop's registry,

under the Canon of 1597. In a few areas (including Bedfordshire), where the arch-
deacon's jurisdiction was co-ordinate with that of the bishop, the archdeacon's
registry received the copies, in which case the correct term would be ''Archdeacon’s

Transcripts.
1

' For Bedfordshire they are extant from 1602 to 1871, and are fairly
complete, except for the Civil War period (1643-49) and for various odd years.
They comprise about 25,000 separate documents, and form part of the muniments of

the Archdeaconry of Bedford which are housed in the County Record Office, Shire
Hall, Bedford. For as many as 48 Bedfordshire parishes, the earliest extant volume
of the original register commences after 1602 (occasionally as late as the 18th
century); in those cases the '’Bishop’s Transcripts" are the sole source. In addi-
tion, the following defects in many original registers are often overcome with the
aid of the 'Bishop's Transcripts:" (a) missing leaves; (b) mutilated or incomplete
entries; (c) illegible entries; (d) confused dates or arrangement. Further, the
Transcripts yield facts not recorded in the registers: these are denoted in the
text by [ t]

.

NOTE ON THE CHRONOLOGY OF THE COPIES - Until 1752, the year in England commenced
legally on 25 March. The edited copies of the registers retain this method.
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PREFACE

With’ the issue of this volume, the records of three adjacent townships (two

of which formed one large parish) are made accessible, and the volume nearly com-

pletes east and north-east Bedfordshire, begun and continued in Volumes II, V, VI

and X. For the whole of the 17th century and the earlier part of the next, the

original register of Tempsford is almost illegible - a description not lightly

used — and the work of collating the faded entries with the Bishop's Transcripts
has been heavier than in any previous volume.

I wish to acknowledge the assistance given by my father throughout the
series; for the current volume and the two now in course of preparation, his help
has been further increased

The next volume will contain the registers of Harlington, Westoning and

Millbrook, all in the centre of the county.

THE parish of Blunham included the large hamlet of Mogerhanger until loss than a

century ago, when the latter w&s created an independent parish- Hie two townships
lie in the fertile plain of east Bedfordshire, and the inhabitants are occupied
mainly in market gardening- It is interesting to find a reference to a gardener
as early as 1607, and others in 1650, 1655 and 1708 ^

Blunham Register is almost complete and in good condition, in marked con-
trast to that of Tempsford which is also included in this volume. The wife's name
is not given in the Baptisms until as late as 1705 „ On the other hand' the value

of the Marriages is enhanced by the mention of the parties' abodes, though not

regularly, during the early period 1604-3.1, and the father of the bride and bride-

groom is occasionally referred to in the earliest marriage entries- From 1806 the
date of birth of all children baptised is entered, and from 1807 the age of all
persons buried-

During the transcription of the Baptisms, it was noted that from about 1765

there were always a number of infants baptised on a Sunday at the end of July.

Blunham 'feast' is hold on the last Monday in July, so it seems to have been the

custom to have all infants who were born about this period baptised on the Sunday
before the 'feast'

A large part of the parish during our period formed an isolated part of the
great estate of the de Greys of "Wrest Burk, as recorded in the previous volume of
this series- Apart from the Bromsalls, Blunham and Mogerhanger were without resi-
dent squires, and there are few references to substantial persons throughout the

Register,,

The name of Thomas Norton, rector of Blunham (first mentioned in the Register
in 1574) is given in a list of recusant priests- 2 The best known of the incumbents
of Blunham is Dr- Donne, Dean of St- Paul's- He was appointed rector of Blunham in
1624 by the Earl of Kent and also vicar of St Dunstan ' s-in-the-Test about the same

time- Donne was most diligent in performing the duties of the latter cure to the
end of his life, although vje have his assurance that he never derived any income
from the benefice- His Blunham living he held 'in commendam. ' In those days few
were offended by a divine of eminence being a pluralist and nobody objected to
such a preacher as Donne serving his rural parish by the help of a duly qualified
stipendiary curate- 0 Hie only reference to Dr- Donne in the Register is his gift
to Blunham Church (p-A96)- In the same memorandum is mentioned the gift of Dr.

Archer who waa rector during the period of the civil war „ ''On the 23 June 1660 in
pursuance of an order of the House of Lords for securing the titles and profits of

the sequestered livings in the hands of the churchwardens until the titles of the

sequestered clergy and of the present possessors should be determined, Timothy
Archer D D

,
Rector of Blunham, presented a petition,

1 '* John Willmer, died 1650,
and John Goodman, died 1659, appear to have enjoyed the benefice during Dr, Ar-
cher' s absence. The Register does not seem to throw any light on the clergy dur-
ing the interregnum. The entries for the long period 1647-73 appear to be in the
same hand, except for 1651 to Sept 1653: the scribe of 1647-51 was apparently the

clerk, appointed as 'register' in September 1653.

From early in the seventeenth century Blunliam seems to have been a strong-
hold of dissent. Besides the direct references to dissenters, there are many en-
tries of persons interred unbaptised. In a return of nonconformists, there were
50 Baptists at Blunham in 1669.5 John Wright, "the pious saddler of Blunham, 1 '

and George Farr (pp. 74-5, etc.) were fellow sufferers of John Bunyan in Bedford
gaol .

acquire ‘his title? That ' i ' was pronounced in the 17th century

as in the local dialect of today is proved in the burial entry of Joseoh Hoind in
1650, married in 1613 by the name of Hynde. Again, in 1720, Jane Piesiy was buried,
b\it the Bishop's Transcript spells it Poisley. Richard Orsburn (Banns, 1793) seems
to be a phonetic rendering of Osborn, as does Bonis s? for Bolhhurst (p.57). Other
items of interest are three allusions to ' grasse widows' (pp 65-6), "banns forbid"
(p,'59), a boy marriage in 1575, a man "new come cut of Flanders", buried in 1586,
two men described as "the riche" (pp.63,65), and the burial of a recruit belonging
to Gen, Carpenter' s Regiment in 1716,

It is unfortunate that the occupations are not given fully after about 1728

;

until then they are more varied than is usual for a rural parish. The great num-
ber of artisans and craftsmen point to a thriving community. The more rare occu-
pations are: ' conselor' ,

' tra[n]slater' (apparently only a cobbler), cow-leech,
'whitter' (whittawer, a dresser of white leather), waterman, loader, transporter of

grain, fisherman, fell-monger, hempdresser, maltster, sawyer, silk and stuff weavers
fuller, glover, woodward, howard, and "a skilfull midwife," 'Barlye badger’ (p 2)

refers to a dealer in corn and victuals, A statute of 1562, after declaring that
many people took up the trade of badgering, "seeking only to live easily and to

leave their honest labour,
1

' enacted that badgers should be licensed for one year
only and should be householders of three years standing.

The Bl’ttiham family-names which seem to have persisted throughout the greater
part of our period are: Butcher (1571-1811), Fisher (1571-1812). Hills (1574-1810),
Huckle (1604-1808) ,

Kirby (1571-1755), Saveli (1571-1806, Thomas (1571-1811), Tot-

man (1583-1812 ) ,
and Terrill (1573-1784) . The population in 1801 was 721 (Blunham

376, Mogerhanger 345), and in 1931 was (Blunham 590, Mogerhanger 575); its area was
about 3300 acres. The adjoining parishes are Tempsford, Sandy, Northill, Willing-
ton, Great Barford and Roxton.

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PARISH REGISTER

OF
TEMPSFORD
(1602-18 12)

THE register Hooks of Tempsford are in a deplorable condition, owing to their hav-

ing "been immersed in water. Many pages are brown and discoloured and the trans-

cription of the faded handwriting has been a laborious task. The Bishop's Tran-

scripts have been invaluable. They are the sole source to the extent of about

3ixty years (see next page) and for other years they have supplied many entries
which are illegible in the Register. The damage to the books apparently happened
after 1837, for in that year the curate of the parish, Henry Cotesworth, endorsed
all the volumes (see p,27) with the dates of the first and last entries, some of

which are now illegible. Cotesworth, who seems have taken great interest in the

Register, makes no mention of the state of the books. Tempsford Church was re-

stored in 1874. Several of the old villagers relate that at this time the church

chest was removed to the farmhouse of Richard Allen, churchwarden, and was placed

in a barn which is quite close to the Ivel. The river was frequently in flood

and' it is probable that the damage to the books occurred during the time that the

chest was at Allen's farm.

The Great North Road passes through the parish but there is little evidence
relating to the highway in the contents of the Register beyond a few references
to travellers and strangers, surveyors of the road, turnpike keepers and the toll-
bar. Unfortunately, items of information and additional details are given rather

sparingly in this Register.

At the outbreak of the Civil War, Giles Kynge (who signed the Bishop's Tran-

script for 1640) was the incumbent of Tempsford. He seems to have been opposed

by the parliamentary party. On Sept. 25, 1646 , it was ordered that "the Articles
exhibited against Giles Hinge minister of Temsford in the county of Bedds be re-

ferred to the Comittee of parliament for the said county or any throe of them who

are desired to receive the said Articles and to call before them and examine the

witnesses as well for profe of the said Articles as of the said Mr. Kings defense.

And to certifie the said Articles and examinations to the Comm.'l There is noth-

ing in the Register, which is incomplete at this period, to tell what was the end

of the dispute or whether Kynge was ejected.

In a number of genealogical notes extracted from the "Gentleman's Magazine,"

1731-1756, is this item referring to Tempsford: "1753, June 16, died, Henry Ben-
dysh of Tempsford in Bedfordshire esquire, great-grandson of the famous Major Gen.
Ireton.2 Ireton married Bridget Cromwell, so Bendysh was the great-great-grandson
of the Protector.

The long list of burials in 1616, about six times the yearly average, suggest

a serious epidemic. A negro, appropriately named Joseph Cinnamon, was buried in

1774, and Pan Gran Ratto Skinner, perhaps another negro, in 1752. An item of fam-

ily history is that three Bauldocks of Tempsford married three Randals of Waros-
ley, Cambs. (p. 29) . In the Blunham introductory note a phonetic spelling of Osborn
is given. "Ausbone, " (p . 45) is another pointer to the local dialect. Of the oc-
cupations, waterman, lighter-boy, coal-merchant and coal-porter are reminders of

the traffic on the Ouse formerly carried between Lynn and Bedford. Other loss

common occupations are: bcll-foiuider
,
carrier, grocer, horse-dealer and tanner.

An archdeacon of York is mentioned on pp. 7 and 37, and "persons buried after the
quaker' s way" in 1727.

Very few (if any) Tempsford family-names persisted throughout tho greater
part of our period

.

' The population of Tempsford in 1801 was 409, and in 1931 was 456; its area
is 2341 acres. The only hamlet is langford End (formerly Lambcourt End), which
contains the majority of the houses in the parish. The adjoining parishes are
Bverton, Sandy, Blunham, Roxton, little Barford, and Abbotsley and Totworth in
Hunts, and Gamlingay in Cambs.
